« Evaluate and incorporate litter, floatables, and debris

Establish a list of Storm Water Pollution Minimization
personnel responsible for plan implementation,
coordination of training and education, and annual
evaluation.

|ldentify storm water outfalls and delineate drainage
areas.

Describe materials exposed to storm water that are
potential pollutant sources.

Describe current management practices.

Develop a system of best management practices (BMPs)
to minimize the impact of site activities on storm water
quality.
