Barrier elimination

Yes, the proposed facility provides safe and convenient route across Sims Bayou, a water way. The existing bridge currently has a 5 foot sidewalk, with no designated bicycle route across the bridge to connect the north and south trails of Sims Bayou. The proposed 10 ft shared use path (sidepath) across the bridge will span over Sims Bayou, the facility will be separated from vehicular traffic by a physical barrier creating a safe and hospitable bicycle route.

Yes, the proposed facility closes a gap in the Sims Bayou Greenway regional bike/ped network. HPB has finished construction of the greenway trail on the south side of Sims Bayou and will finish construction Spring 2019 of the second half of the trail which is on the north side of Sims Bayou. There is a gap in the network between the north and south side of Sims Bayou Greenways at SH3/Galveston Bridge. The proposed facility closes that gap by building a shared use path across the bridge.
